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Goods and Services

The Bureau of the Census and the Bureau of
Economic Analysis, through the Departmentof
Commerce, announced today that total October
exports of $79.6 billion and imports of $93.8
billion resulted in a goods and services deficit
of $14.2 billion. $0.2 billion less than the
$14.4 billion in September, revised. October
exports were $2.2 billion more than September
exports of $77.5 billion. October imports were
$2.0 billion more than September imports of $91.8
billion.

In October, the goods deficit decreased $0.2
billion from September to $20.6 billion, and the
services surplus remained virnmlly unchanged at $6.4
billion. Exports of goods increased to $57.9 billion
from $56.0 billion, and impons of goods increased to
$78.6 billion from $76.I billion. Exports of services
increased to $21.7 billion from $21.5 billion and
imports of services increased to $15.3 billion from
$15.0 bi l l ion.

The Sepnember to October change in exports of goods
reflected increases infoods, feeds, and beverages of
$0.7 billion (primarily soybeans and wheat), capilal

goods ($0.6 billion), industrial supplies and
materiah ($0.6 billion) , other goods ($0.1 billion),
and consumer goods ($0.1 billion). Aulomotive
vehicles, parts, and engines were virnrally
unchanged.

Ttrc September o Octcber change in rnpom of goods
reflected increases in capital goods of $0.7 billion
(primarily civilian aircraft and engines), industrial
supplies and materials ($0.+ billion), ilutomotive
vehicles, parts, and engines ($0.3 billion), and
consumer goads ($0.1 billion). Other goods and
foods, feeds, and beverages were virnrally
unchanged.

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Services

Services expons increased $0.2 billion from
Septemberto October, mostly reflecting an increase
in ffavel. Changes to the other categories of services
exports were small.

Services imports increased $0.2 billion from
Septemberto October, reflecting small increases in
nearly all categories.

Goods and SerYices MoYinsAvera ee

For the three months ending in October, exports of
goods and services averaged $77.4 billion, while
imports of goods and services averaged $92.4 billion,
resulting in an average trade deficit of $15.1
billion. For the three months ending in September,
the average trade deficit was $15.3 billion,
reflecting average exports of $75.8 billion and
average imports of $91. I billion.

Advanced technology products (ATP) exports wer€
$17.2 billion in October and imports were $14.3
billion, resulting in a surplus of $2.9 billion.
fctoberexpofts were $1.3 billio morc than tlrc $15.9
billion in September, while imports were $0.3 billion
more than the $14.0 billion in September.

Revisions

Goods carry-over in October was $0.7 billion (l.I
percent) for exports and $l.2 billion (l.4 percent)
for imports. For September, revised export carry-
over was $0.1 billion (0.2 percent), revised down from
$0.7 billion(1.3 percent). For September, revised
import carry-over was $0.2 billion (0.3 percent),
revised down from $0.7 billion (0.9 percen$.

Services exports for September were revised up
$0.2 billion to $21.5 billion. Services exports for
August were revised down -$0.4 bill ion to $Zt.t
billion. These revisitrls were primarily anributable
to travel and passenger fare exports, reflecting
updated source data on foreignvisitors to the United
States. Services imports for both September and
Augusr were revised up $0.3 billion to $15.0 billion
and $15.1 bill ion, respectively. These revisions,
primarily to other private services, reflected
updated survey data.

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GOODS

CENSUS RASIS

The Census basis goods data are compiled from the documents
collected by the U.S. C\:stoms Service and reflect the movement
of goods between foreign countries and the 50 states, the
Disuict of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands, and
U.S. Foreign Trade Zones. They include government and
mn+or/Errrrn/t stripErft of goods, ad exchde shipnrms bttrrrcen
the United States and its territories and possessions,
transactions with u.s. military, diplomatic and consular
irntallatiornabroad, U.S. goods returnedto the United States
by its Arled Forces, personal and household effects of
travelers, and in-transit shipments. The General imports value
reflects the total arrival of merchandise from foreign countries
that immediately enters consumptionchannels, warehouses, or
Foreign Trade Zones.

For imports, the value reported is the U. S. Customs Service
appraised value of merchandise; generally, the price paid for
merchandise for export to the United States. Import duties,
freight, insurance, and other charges incurred in bringing
merchandise to the United States are excluded.

Exports are valued at the f.a.s.- free alongside ship value of
merchandise at the U.S. port of export, based on the transaction
price including inland freight, irrsurance and other charges
incurred in placing the merchandise alongside the carrier at the
U.S. port of exportation.

Monthly data include actual month's transadions as well as a
$nall rumber of transmioru for prwicrs months. Each month we
revise the aggregate seasonally adjusted (current and constant
dollar) and urudjusted export, impot and trade balance figures,
as well as the end-use totals for the prior month. SITC and
country detail data are not revised monthly. The timing
adjusurnnt shown in Exhibit 14 is the differerrce between monthly
data as originally reported and as recompiled.

Annual revisions for the months are made in June to reflect
correctiors received subsequent to the monthly revision. These
revisions are reflected in totals, end-use, SITC and country
summary data.

The monthly end-use, commodity, and country and area data
presented in this release are on a Census basis. This refers to
Exhibits 6 - 18.

INFORMATION ON GOODS AND SERVICES

U. S - / CANADA DATA EXCIUNGE
AND SUBSTITWION

The data for U.S. exports to Canada are derived from import aete
compiled by Canada. The r:se of Canada's import rlata 1q prodrrce
U.S. export data requires several alignments in order to compare
the two series.

l. Coverage4anadim imports are based on couttry of origin.
U.S. goods shipped from a third country are included. U.S.
exports exclude these foreign shipmeuts. For October 1998,
these shipment totaled $ 86.2 milfion. U.S. export coverage
also excludes certain Camdian postal shipments. For
October 1998, these shipments totaled $5.9 million.

2. Vahmtion-Canadian itnports are valued at point of origin in
the United States. However, U. S. exports are valued at the
port of exit in the United States flnd include inland freight
charges, making the U.S. export value slightly larger.
Canada requires iniand freight to be reported. Inland
freight charges for October I 998 account for 1.6 percent of
the value of U.S. exports to Canada.

3 - Reryons-U.S. exports include reexpofrs of foreign goods.
Again, the aggregate U.S. export figure is sligtrtly larger.
For October 1998, reexports to Canada were $1,476
million.

4. futhange rtate-Average monthly exchange rates are applied to
convert the published data to U.S. currency. For October
1998, the average exchange rate was 1.5452 Canadian dollars
per U.S. dollar.

5. Other-- There are other minor differences which are
statistically insignificant, such as rounding error-

Adjustments for Seasonnl and Working-Dry Vaiations

Goods are initially classified under the Harmonized System (tIS)
which describes and measures the characteristics of goods
tmded. Combining trade into approximately 140 export and 140
import end-we categories makes it possible to examine goods
accordingto theirprincipaluses (See ExhibitsT and 8). These
categories are used as the basis for computing the seasonal and
workingday adjusted data. Ttrcse adjuted data are then zummed
to the six end-r.se aggregates for publication @xhibit 6). These
dara arc provided to the Bureau of Economic Arulysis for use in
the Balance of Payments aird the National Income and Product
Accounts.

The seasonal adjustrnentprocedure is based on a model, which
estirnates the monthly movements as percentages above or below
the general level of each end-rse comrnodiry series (unlike other
methods that redistribute the actual serie$ values over the
calendar year). knports of petroleum ard psEoleum products are
adjusted for the length of the month. Because of the extremely
variable movemeflts of tle data series for aircraft, users
studying data trends may wish to analyze aircraft separately
from other trade.

Adjwtments for Pice Change

Dara adjusted for seasonal variationon a constantdollar basis
(1992:100 ) are presented in Exhibits l0 ard 11. This adjtsurtent
for.price change is done at the lowest end-use level possible,
then summed to the six published end-use aggregates. The
deflators are primarily based upon the monthly price indexes
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published by the Bureau of labor Statistics using techniques
developed for the National Incorne and hoduct Accounm by the
Bureau of Economic Analysis.

SITC Data

Goods data appcaring in Exhibit 15 are classified in terms of the
Standard InternationalTrade Classifi cation(SITC) Revision 3.

Agdflrlnral goods consist of Don{rarirr food prodtms ard other
products of agriculnue which have not passed through complex
process€s of manufacture, zuch as raw hides ard skirrs, fats and
oils, a-ud wine. A few goods such as essential oils, starches,
casein, and albumh, consideredto be agriculturalby the U.S.
Depanment of Agdcillturc, have been excluded from agricrnural
goods and are included in ma.uufacturedgoods where they are
classified in the SITC.

Manufacturedgoods conform to the SITC sectiorrs that include
chemicalsa-ud relatedproducts, N.S.P.F. ; manufacturedgoods
classif,red chiefly by material; machinery and tra$sport
equipment; miscellaneow manufactured articles, N.S.P.F. ; and
goods and transactions not classifled elsewhere.

Reexports are foreigtr merchandise entering the country as
imports, and at the time of exportationare in substantiallythe
same condition as when iuported. Recxports, irctuded in overall
export total$, appear as separate line iterns in Exhibit 15.

Advanced Technology Products (ATP)

About 500 of some 22,0ffi comnodity classification codes used in
reporting U.S. merchandisetrade are identified as 'advanced

technology" codes and they meet the following criteria:

1. The code contains products whose technology is from a
recognized high technology field (e.g., biotecbnology).

2. Thesc products represent leading edge technology in that
field.

3. Such products constitute a significant part of all items
covered in the selected classification code.

The aggregation of the goods results in a measure of advanced
technology uade which appea$ in Exhibit 16. This product and
commodiry-based measure of advanced technolory differs from
broader SIC industry-basedmeasures which include all goods
producedby a particularindustry group, regardlessof the level
of technology embodied in the goods.

Nonsampling enor

Thc gooth det.a are a cornplete enumeration of dmrurrns collefled
by the U.S. Customs Service and are not subject to sampling
errors; but they are subject to several types of nonsampling
errors. The most significantof these include reporting errors,
urrdocumented shipments, timelirress arrd data capurre errors. For
a detailed discussion of errors affecting the goods data, see
"U.S. Merchandise Trade Statistics: A Quality hofile" available

from the Foreign Trade Division.

BALANCE OF PAYMENTS [BOP) BASIS

Goods on a Census basis are adjusted by the Bureau of Economic
Analysis to goods on a BOP basis to bring the data in line with
the concepts and definitiorrs used to prepare the international
ard national accounts. Broadly, the adjrutrrents irrclude charrges
in ownenNp that occur without goods passing into or out of the
customs tenitory of the United States. These adjustmenrs are
neoessary to supplement coverage of the Census basis data, to
eliminate duplicationof traruactions recorded elsewhere in the
internationalaccounts, and to value transactions according to
a statrdard definition.

The export adjustments include:

U.S. military sales contracts - This deduction of U.S.
military sales contracts is made because the Ceruus Bureau has
included these contract$ in the goods data, but BEA includes
them in thc sewice categu^y "TransfersUnder U.S. Military
Sales Contracts. " BEA's source material for these contracts
is more comprehensive, but has no distinctionbetween goods
and services.

kivate gift parcels. Thts addition is made for parcels
mailed to foreigners by individuals through the U.S. Postal
Service . (Only commercial shipments are covered in Censu
goods exports.)

Gold eraorts, nonmonetary , Tttts addition is made for gold
that is purchased by foreign offrcial agencies from private
dealers in the United Smres and held at the Federal Reserve
Bank of New York. The Census data only includes gold thar
leaves the custonrs territory.

Some smaller adjustments are also made to exports;
Deductiorufor repairs of goods, developed motion picture
filrn, and military grant-aid. Additions for sales of frsh in
U.S. territorial waters, exports of electriciry to Mexico, and
vessels and oil rigs that change ownership for which no expolt
document is frled.

The import adjustmenm include;

Inland freight in Canada. An addition is made for inlard
freight in Canada. Impons of goods from all countries are
valued at the foreign port of export, including inJand freiglrr
charges (*crutoms value"). In the casc of Carnda, this should
be the cost of the goods ar the U.S. border. However, the
customs value for imports for certain Canadian goods is the
point of origin in Carrada. The BEA makes an addinan for the
inland freight charges of transporting these Canadian goods to
the U. S. border to make the value comparable to the custofirs
value as reported by all other countries. Iruurancc arrd
freight charges for transporting goods to the United States
from all other countries to the U.S. border are included in
services by ttre BEA. (The *rme procedrue is used for Mexico as
an Other Adjustment, but is much smaller.)

Gold imports, norunonetary . Tlis additionis made for gold
sold by foreign official agencies to private purchasers out
ofstock held at the Federal Reserve Bank ofNew York. The
Census data only includes gold that enters the customs
territory.

Imports by U.S. military agencies. TYls deduction of U.S.
miliury sales contracts is made bscause the Censrs Bureau has
included these contracts in the goods data, but BEA includes
thern in the service category "Direct Defense Erpendinrres-.
BEA's source material is more comprehensive, but has no
distinction between goods and services.

Somc smaller adjustrrents are also made to imports:
Dednions for repairs of goods, ard devel@ motion picnue
film. Additions for imported electricity from Mexico,
conversion of vessels for commercial use, and repairs to U.S.
vessels abroad, and valrration ofprepackaged softrvare irnports
at market value.

SERVICES

The statistics are estiaates of services traruactions between
foreign countries and the 50 states, the District of Columbia,
PuertoRico, the U.S. Virginlslands, and otherU.S. territories
and possessions. Traruactionswith U-S. military, diplomatig
and consular installationsabroad are excluded because they are
considered to be part of the U.S. economy.

Services are shown in seven broad categories. Types of services
for imports and exports are the same for six of the seven
categories. For the seventh, exports is "Transfers Under U.S.
Military Sales Contracts" while for imports the category is
"Direct Defense Expenditures". The following is a brief
description of the types of services included in each categor)4

Travel - Purchases of services arrd goods by U.S. travelem
abroad and by foreign visitors to the United States. A
traveler is defined as a person who stays for a period of less
than I year in a country of which the person is not a
resident. Includes expenditures for food, lodging,
recreation, gifu, aad other items incidental to a foreign
visit.

Passmger Fares - Fares paid by residents of one country to
residents in other countries. Receipts consist of fares
received by U.S. carriers from foreign residents for travel
between the United States and foreign countries arrd between
two foreign points. Payments consist of fares paid by U. S.
residents to foreign carriers for travel between the United
States and foreign countries.

Other Transportation - Charges for the transporttion of
goords by ocean, air, waterway, pipeline, and rail carriers to
and from the United States. Includes freight charges,
operating expenses tJrat transportation companies incur in
foreign ports, and payments for vessel charter and aircraft
rentals with crew.

Royalties and License Fecs - Traruactions with foreign
rcsidents involving intangible assets and proprietary
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rights, such as the use of patents, techniques, processes,
formulas, designs, know-how, trademarks, copyrights,
franchises, and manufacturing rights. The term "royalties'
generally refers to payments for the utilization of copyrights

or trademarks, aad the term 'license fees" generally refers
to payments for the use of patents or industrial processes.

Other Private Services - Traruactions with affiliated
foreigners, for which no identificationby type is availablg
and of traluactions wi th unaffil iated forei gners. (The term
"affiliated' refers to a direct investment relationship,
which exists when a U.S. person has ownership or control,
directly or indirectly, of l0 percent or more of a foreign
business enterprise's voting securities or the equivalent,
or when a foreign person has a similar interest in a U.S.
enterprise.) Transactions with unaffiliated foreigners
consist of education services; financial services (includes
comrnissions and other transactions fees associated with the
purchase and sale of securities and noninterest income of
banh, and excludes invesfnent incorrn); Lsurance prerniums
and losses; telecommunication$ services (includes
tra-usmission services and value-added services); and
business, professional, and technical services. Included in
the last group are adverlising services; computer and data
processing services; database and otJrer information
services; research, development, and testing services;
nrarragement, coruulting, utd public rclations seruices; legal
services; construction, engineering, architectural, and
mining services; industrial engineering services;
installation, maintenarce, repair of equipment; and other
services, including medical services and fitm and tape
rental.

TransfersUuder U.S. Military Sales Contracts (Exporn
only) - Exports of goods and services in which U.S.
Governrnent military agencies participate. lncludes both
goods, such as equipment, and services, such as repair
seryices and training, that cannot be separatdy identif,red.

Dir€ct Defense Expenditures (Impons anrD - Expendirures
incurred by U.S. military agencies abroad, including
eryenditures by U.S. persomel, payments of wages to foreigrr
residents, constnrction expenditures, payments for foreign
contractual services, and procurement of foreign goods.
Includes both goods and services that cannot be separately
identified.

U.S. Gover:oment Miscellaneous Services - Traruactions of
U.S. Government nonmilitary agencies with foreign residents.
Most of these transactiorrs involve the provision of services
to, or purchases of services from, foreigners; transfers of
some goods are also included.

Seruices estimates are based on quarterly, annual, and benchmark
swveys ud partial information generated from monthly reports.
Service traruactions are estimated at market prices. Estimates
are seasonally adjusted when statistically significant seasonal
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patterns are present. No country or area detail is available due
to the lack of adequate source data upon which to base estirnates.

The revision policy is as follows: Each month a preliminary
estimate will be released for the current month and a revised
estimate for the immediatelypreceding month. After a revised
month is released, no further changes will be made until the
quarterly international transactioru estimates, based on more
complete source data, are released. The first monttrly release
that follows the quarterly international traruactions release
will contain revised estimates for the previous six months, in
order to align the monthly estimates with the quarterly
estimales. furnual revisions forthe months and qrurten are made
in June, which incorporateupdated source data and changes in
e$timating methodologies.

Quarterly and annual estimates
ofservices are included [s part
of the U.S. international
transactions accounts,
published in the April, July,
October, and January issues of
the Survev af Currefi Business.
The next release is scheduled
for March ll, 1999. The Suvev
is available ftom the
Superiilendent of Documents,
U.S. Govemnrnt Printing Office,
Washington, D.C. 20402.
