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Introduction

This publication presents estimates of the U.S.
direct investment position abroad valued at historical
cost and of balance of payments transactions between
U.S. parent companies and their foreign affiliates for
calendar years 1982-88. Balance of payments trans-
actions consist of capital outflows and its components
(equity capital outflows, reinvested earnings, and inter-
company debt outflows); income; royalties and license
fees; and charges for other services. The estimates
in this publication differ from comparable items in-
cluded in the international investment position of the
United States and in the U.S. balance of payments
accounts; these differences are discussed in the sec-
tion “Incorporation of Direct Investment Estimates in
the International Investment Position and Balance of
Payments Accounts.”

The years 1982-88 were chosen for inclusion in this
publication because estimates for these years are now
final. Preliminary estimates for these years (as well as
more recent years) have been published by the Bureau
of Economic Analysis (BEA) in its monthly journal,

the SURVEY OF CURRENT BUSINESS, usually in the August
issues.

The estimates, which are summarized in table A, are
linked—or benchmarked—to the 1982 and 1989 bench-
mark surveys, or censuses, of U.S. direct investment
abroad. They are generally consistent with estimates
published for earlier years. (See Selected Data on
U.S. Direct Investment Abroad, 1950-76 and U.S. Direct
Investment Abroad: Balance of Payments and Direct In-
vestment Position Estimates, 1977-81.') The important
differences, such as changes in the definitions of the
components of the direct investment position, are dis-
cussed in the section “Changes in the Direct Investment
Series.”

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The data for 1982 and 1989 are universe values from
benchmark surveys, adjusted from the fiscal year ba-
sis on which the data were reported to a calendar
year basis—the basis required for the balance of pay-
ments accounts. The data for 1983-88 are universe
estimates that are the sum of sample data reported
in BEA’s quarterly surveys of U.S. direct investment
abroad plus an estimate of data for affiliates not re-
ported in the quarterly surveys. The estimates for
unreported affiliates for 1983-88 are derived both by
extrapolating forward data reported for these affiliates
in the 1982 benchmark survey based on the move-
ment of the sample data in the subsequent years, and
by interpolating backwards between the 1989 and 1982
benchmark surveys. (For a more detailed discussion,
see the section on “Changes in the Direct Investment
Series.”)

The tables in this publication are available on
diskette.> In addition, BEA can make special tabula-
tions or perform regressions or other statistical analyses
of the underlying data at cost, within the limits of
available resources and subject to the legal requirement
to avoid disclosure of data of individual companies.
Data users requiring special tabulations should submit
their requests in writing and include a justification of
need; BEA will consider each request on a case-by-
case basis.

Definitions

The following are brief definitions of terms and
concepts used in this volume. See also “A Guide
to BEA Statistics on U.S. Multinational Companies”
(SURVEY OF CURRENT BUSINESs 75 (March 1995): 40—
44), which discusses these terms and concepts in
somewhat more detail and provides examples and vi-
sual aids (charts and diagrams). For the most detailed
discussion, see the “Methodology” section of U.S. Di-
rect Investment Abroad: 1989 Benchmark Survey, Final
Results.!

Direct investment implies that a person in one
country has a lasting interest in, and a degree of in-
fluence over the management of, a business enterprise
in another country. U.S. direct investment abroad (US-
DIA) is the ownership or control, directly or indirectly,
by one U.S. resident of 10 percent or more of the voting
securities of an incorporated foreign business enterprise
or the equivalent interest in an unincorporated foreign
business enterprise. (“Resident” is broadly defined to
include any individual, branch, partnership, associated
group, association, estate, trust, corporation, or other or-
ganization.) A U.S. parent company is a U.S. business
that undertakes USDIA; a foreign affiliate is a foreign
business in which the U.S. parent has a direct investment
interest.

The U.S. direct investment position abroad is the value
of the U.S. parents’ equity in, and net outstanding loans
to, their foreign affiliates. The position may be viewed
as the U.S. parents’ contributions to the total assets of
their foreign affiliates or as financing provided by the
U.S. parents to their foreign affiliates in the form of
equity or debt. It is not a measure of the total assets of
the affiliates, which are the sum of the owners’ equity

held by, and the liabilities owed to, not only their U.S.
parents but also other persons.

Direct investment capital outflows measure funds that
U.S. parent companies provide to their foreign affili-
ates (gross outflows), net of funds that affiliates provide
to their parents (gross inflows) during a given period.
These funds can be supplied in three forms: Equity cap-
ital, intercompany debt, and reinvested earnings. Equity
capital outflows are net increases in the U.S. parents’
holdings of capital stock in, and other capital contri-
butions to, their foreign affiliates. Reinvested earnings
are the U.S. parents’ claim on the undistributed after-
tax earnings of their foreign affiliates. Intercompany
debt outflows are increases in the U.S. parents’ net
outstanding loans to their affiliates.

Direct investment income is the U.S. parents’ return on
capital that they have provided to their foreign affiliates.
It comprises (1) U.S. parents’ claims on the earnings (or
profits) of foreign affiliates and (2) U.S. parents’ inter-
est receipts on loans to their foreign affiliates less the
parents’ interest payments on loans from their foreign
affiliates. The earnings component of direct investment
income is computed after foreign income taxes and ex-
cludes capital gains and losses. Both the earnings that
are distributed to the parent and those that are reinvested
are included in direct investment income.

Direct investment royalties and license fees comprise
U.S. parents’ receipts from, and payments to, their for-
eign affiliates for the use or sale of intangible property
or rights, such as patents, trademarks, copyrights, fran-
chises, manufacturing rights, and other intangible assets
or proprietary rights.

Direct investment charges for other services comprise
U.S. parents’ receipts from, and payments to, their for-
eign affiliates for management, professional, or technical
services; rentals for the use of tangible property; and
film and television tape rentals.

Changes in the Direct Investment Series

The following is a brief summary of the important
changes in the direct investment series that have been
implemented, beginning with the estimates for 1982.

Capital gains and losses

Capital gains and losses have been removed from direct
investment income and the reinvested earnings compo-
nent of direct investment capital flows. This change was
made because capital gains and losses are not income
(or returns) on investments from current operations but
are part of the value of the investments (or capital). As
a result of this change, direct investment income has
now been converted from a financial-accounting basis
to an economic-accounting basis, which means that its
earnings component reflects only earnings on direct in-
vestment capital that are derived from current-period
production.

Unincorporated affiliates

Beginning with the 1982 benchmark survey, data
collected for unincorporated foreign affiliates were made
parallel to those collected for incorporated foreign affil-
jates so that the same detail is now available for both
types of affiliates. This change affected only the esti-
mates of the individual components of, not the totals
for, the direct investment position, income, and capital
flows.

Before the 1982 benchmark survey, the direct
investment position in unincorporated affiliates was re-
ported as a single summary account. Now, U.S. parents’
equity in and intercompany debt with their unincor-
porated foreign affiliates are each reported, and each
account is combined with the corresponding data for in-
corporated affiliates to yield the component totals for all
affiliates.

Before the 1982 benchmark survey, the reinvested
earnings and the distributed earnings of unincorporated
affiliates also were not reported separately. Instead, total
earnings of these affiliates were treated as if they were
distributed; earnings actually reinvested were treated as
transfers from parents to affiliates and were included,

along with other capital flows, in a single summary
account in the “equity and intercompany accounts” com-
ponent of total capital flows. The estimates of reinvested
earnings covered only incorporated affiliates. Now, the
reinvested earnings and the distributed earnings of un-
incorporated affiliates are each reported, and each is
combined with the corresponding data for incorporated
affiliates to yield totals for all affiliates. In the capital
account, the single summary account for unincorporated
affiliates is divided into equity capital flows, reinvested
earnings, and intercompany debt flows, and each is
combined with the corresponding data for incorporated
affiliates to yield the component totals for all affiliates.

Royalties, license fees, and charges for other
services

Before the 1982 benchmark survey, U.S. parents’ net
receipts from their foreign affiliates for royalties, license
fees, and charges for other services were collected and
published as a single item, “fees and royalties.” The
“fees and royalties” category is no longer shown but
instead U.S. parents’ gross payments and gross receipts
for “royalties and license fees” and “charges for other
services” are shown separately.

New benchmarking procedure

The 1983-88 estimates presented in this volume were
derived by using a new benchmarking procedure. For
the first time, benchmark survey results have been
used to revise estimates for years prior to a bench-
mark survey year. In the past, benchmark survey results
were used only to extrapolate estimates forward from
the benchmark year. This new procedure eliminates
the discontinuity, or break-in-series, that had occurred
at a benchmark year because the estimates prior to
the benchmark year were extrapolated forward from
the previous benchmark survey, whereas the estimates
subsequent to the benchmark year were extrapolated
forward from the current benchmark survey. Thus,
estimates for 1983—88 that previously were only extrap-
olated forward from the 1982 benchmark survey have

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now also been interpolated backwards between the 1989
and the 1982 benchmark surveys, thereby eliminating
the discontinuity at 1989.

The differences between the previously published
estimates (obtained by extrapolating forward universe
values from the 1982 benchmark survey) and the final
estimates presented in this volume (obtained by also
interpolating between the 1982 and 1989 benchmark
surveys) are significant (table B). The revisions to direct
investment capital flows and position were positive for
all years and mainly reflected the addition of data for af-
filiates that entered the universe between 1983 and 1988
but that were below the exemption level for reporting
in the quarterly surveys and thus were not known by,
or reported to, BEA until the 1989 benchmark survey.

Format of the published tables

The industry detail shown in the table headings and
stubs has changed slightly from the previous publi-
cation containing comparable estimates for 1977-81.
In the table heading, “mining” and the “retail trade”

portion of the former “trade” category have been
moved to “other industries,” and “services” have been
moved from “other industries” to be shown separately.
In the table stub, more detail is shown within “services,”
“finance,” and “other industries.”

By country, the detail shown has been reorganized
along geographic lines; economic or political groupings,
such as “developing countries” or the European Com-
munities, are no longer shown in the body of the tables,
but in some cases they are shown as addenda. In ad-
dition, a few countries in which U.S. investment had
expanded significantly (Barbados, China, Costa Rica,
Dominican Republic, Guatemala, and Honduras) are
now shown separately and several countries in which
investment had not expanded as rapidly (Liberia and
Libya) are no longer shown.

1. “Services” are narrowly defined to include only those industries in
the “services” division of the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC). The
services category of the SIC is dominated by business services, such as
advertising, accounting, and computer and data processing services; it also
includes hotel, health, and motion picture services. For a more detailed list,
see the group “services” in tables 14-16.

Incorporation of Direct Investment Estimates
in the International Investment Position
and Balance of Payments Accounts

The estimates presented in this publication differ in
two respects from those for comparable items included
in the international investment position of the United
States and in the U.S. balance of payments accounts.
First, the estimates are on a historical- cost basis, which
is the only basis on which detailed country and industry
are available; in contrast, the direct investment position
estimates in the international investment position of the
United States are presented on both a current-cost and
a market-value basis, and direct investment income and
capital flow estimates in the U.S. balance of payments
accounts are presented on a current-cost basis. Second,
the estimates of direct investment current- account items
(income and services) in this publication, unlike the esti-
mates in the U.S. balance of payments accounts, are net

(after deduction) of U.S. and foreign withholding taxes;
estimates gross of withholding taxes are not available
by country or by industry. A brief explanation of these
adjustments can be found in “A Guide to BEA Statistics
on U.S. Multinational Companies.”
